The purpose of the meeting was to begin the 2026 budget process.  It was a general overview for the year.  Some of the items noted were:

Funding;
Ontario Municipal Partnership fund increase from $221,500 to $233,100
Ontario Community Infrastructure fund increase from $100,000 to $125,000
Association of Municipalities – Gas Tax remains the same at $12,969.06
Ministry of Infrastructure Health and Safety Grant - $68,437.50 (2026) portion
Northern Ontario Heritage Fund- Employment Development Stream - $35,000
Northern Ontario Development Fund – ended in 2025 –(loss of $54,000)


Provincial/Local Levies

Ontario Provincial Police increased from $49,915 to $55,406
Algoma Public Health increased from $9,251 to $10,084
Ontario Clean Water Agency from $132,381 to $134,875 (does not include capital work)
Municipal Property Assessment Corporation increased from $6,602.60 to $6,811.41
Algoma District Services Administration Board increased from $85,442 to $89,662
Village of Hilton Beach portion of Ministry of Infrastructure grant $25,312.50 (2026 portion)
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As per the  auditors last year’s review, Council may need to give consideration to:

·  Marina – increase rates
· Water and Sewer – increase rates
· Landfill – increase fees
· Asset and Land sales 

Council will schedule a meeting with Ontario Clean Water Agency regarding 2026 capital work including the approved funding.   Additional budget meetings will be scheduled.
